· 1.After asking people to stand up with you.  Coordinate wedding date with church of ceremony location
· 2.Chooose efficient or wedding celebrant, and investigate any premarital required consultation
· 3.Interview wedding coordinator/consultant and decide their level of involvement

· 1.Order wedding gown and bridesmaids dresses, also schedule appointment  for fitting
· 2. Schedule all appointments with salon/spa on wedding date and any preceding appointments
· 3.Hire ceremony musicians and reception entertainment companies
· 4.Check into a baker for wedding cake.  Make sure you taste test cakes.
· 5.Decide on any additional decorations such as balloons, ice sculptures, special lighting, desert table, etc.…
· 6.Shop for wedding rings
· 7. Send engagement announcements or "hold this" date wedding cards ( date is more than 1 year away still)
· 8.Go to personal stylist for preparation to have newspaper photo taken and sent to local paper
